A special meeting of the Board of Directors (the “Board”) of the Lincoln Station Metropolitan District (the “District”) was held on Tuesday, June 9, 2020 at 3:00 p.m. at 4221 Brighton Blvd., Denver, Colorado and via telephone conference at the below number.

I. Call to Order / Declaration of Quorum
Director Taniguchi, noting the presence of a quorum, called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.  
II. Director Qualification / Disclosure Matters
Ms. Corley advised the Board that, pursuant to Colorado law, certain disclosures would be required prior to taking official action at the meeting.  The Board reviewed the agenda for the meeting, following which each Board member confirmed the contents of written disclosures previously made, stating the fact and summary nature of any matters, as required under Colorado law, to permit official action to be taken at the meeting.  Written disclosure statements from each Board member were filed with the Secretary of State prior to the meeting, as required by Colorado law.    
Directors Taniguchi and McClintock disclosed their financial interests are undetermined, but is substantial as they own, directly or indirectly, a part of the Series 2006 General Obligation Bonds and Series 2014B Subordinate General Obligation Convertible Capital Appreciation Bonds.  They are also purchasers under a Contract to Purchase Taxable Property with Lincoln Station, LLC to acquire undivided 14% interests in and to a parcel of land within the boundaries of the District.  These disclosures are associated with approval of items on the agenda that could impact their interests.

i. Consider Appointing Vacancies

Ms. Corley advised that vacancies exist on the Board of Directors, that notice of the vacancies was published, that no letters of interest in filling the vacancy were submitted by any qualified eligible electors within ten days of publication, and that thereafter Nate Melchior became qualified as an eligible elector of the special district. The Board discussed the appointment Nate Melchior to the Board. Upon a motion duly made by Director McClintock, seconded by Director Taniguchi, and upon a vote, unanimously carried, the Board approved the appointment of Mr. Melchior to the Board. 

ii. Oath of Office

Ms. Corley noted she would coordinate directly with Mr. Melchior to have him sign and notarize the Oath of Office.

IV. Approve Minutes of November 19, 2019 Regular Meeting Minutes

Upon a motion duly made by Director McClintock, seconded by Director Melchior, and upon a vote, unanimously carried, the Board approved the Consent Agenda items IV.

V. Legal Matters

VI. Manager Matters
A.  Consider approval/ratification of Access Agreement OLS Entities
Ms. Jones discussed the Access Agreement, previously reviewed by the Board. Upon a motion duly made by Director McClintock, seconded by Director Taniguchi, and upon a vote, unanimously carried, the Board ratified the Access Agreement with OLS Entities. 
B. Brightview Landscaping Proposals
Ms. Jones reviewed the landscaping proposals from Brightview, noting the need for tree replacement due to 32 dead trees within the district as a result of the late freeze and harsh conditions for trees in the District as well as ice slicer applications over winter. The cost of this proposal would be $54,667.26. Ms. Jones indicated that the cost of the retention pond proposal would be $14,777.05.
Directors Taniguchi and McClintock expressed their interest in having Ms. Melchior review the District landscape proposals with Ms. Jones, who will coordinate directly. No action taken at this time and will be reviewed in more detail in the coming weeks..

VII. Financial Items
A. Review and Accept March 31, 2020 Financial Statements and Cash Position Report
Mr. Carroll reviewed the cash positions with the Board, noting that he will forward the financial statements in the coming days to the Board members.
B. Ratify Interim Claims Totaling $254,000.76
Ms. Carroll reviewed the interim claims with the Board. Upon a motion duly made by Director McClintock, seconded by Director Taniguchi, and upon a vote, unanimously carried, the Board approved the interim claims totaling $254,000.

C. Conduct Public Hearing to Consider Amendment to 2019 Budget: Adopt Resolution 2020-06-01 to Amend 2019 Budget

Ms. Jones noted that a budget amendment was approved at the November 2019 meeting; the public hearing is not necessary, that the accompanying Resolution will be filed with DOLA in the coming weeks. 

VIII. Director’s Items
A. Approve Bill.com

The Board discussed the merits of an online invoice approval system. Mr. Melchior noted that he has a positive experience with a similar system. Upon a motion duly made by Director McClintock, seconded by Director Taniguchi, and upon a vote, unanimously carried, the Board approved the use of Bill.com for the District. Mr. Melchior agreed with the Board and will work with CLA to get the online system coordinated.
B. Other
The Board discussed the CDR Construction, LLC contract for services previously provided by Dan Worth, who had a subcontracting arrangement with CDR Construction, LLC. The intent is for Mr. Fells to assume the contract previously held by Mr. Worth. Ms. Jones noted that the services provided have been excellent historically. Directors Taniguchi and McClintock indicated their preference for Mr. Melchior to review the District and contract within the next week. Mr. Melchior and Ms. Jones agreed to coordinate an onsite meeting to review the contract and associated terms.
IX. Adjournment

There being no further business to come before the Board, upon a motion duly made by Director McClintock, seconded by Director Taniguchi, and upon a vote, unanimously carried, the Board adjourned the meeting at 3:48 p.m.
